Refer to your owners DVD for complete operation instructions. 

Remove USB Drive: Important! Never remove the USB flash device from the Vista 
Navigator USB port without first using this function. 

Select a MIDI voice: 1) by MIDI voice number or 2) by MIDI voice name. To select a MIDI 
voice by number, press the MIDI voice number bubble within the Voice name block and enter 
the number of the voice you have selected. To select a MIDI voice by name, press the MIDI 
voice name bubble in the Voice name block, scroll, and select. (See picture below) 

Key Limits: Scroll and select the note to select the limit note. Short Cut! Press the 
corresponding note on the organ keyboard to enter the Key Limit: Low or High values. 

Variable Velocity-volume: Similar to that of a piano, the harder a kit is played the louder or 
accented the sound will be. Requires velocity-sensitive keyboards to function. 

Fixed Velocity adjustment: press the button labeled NORMAL in the Velocity block and 
change the value. Higher number equals more volume. 

Edit a voice: Press “EDIT” . All voice selection bubbles will turn to a green color.  Select the 
voice to edit. (See picture below) 

Toggle Voice On/Off: Touch the blue voice bubble. A white border around the voice means it 
is active; no border means the voice is muted. 

Save Settings to a piston:  
Set your general or division piston with organ voices if desired; including the “MIDI” tab. 
Edit your MIDI voices in Vista Navigator as desired.  
Exit the edit mode and push “SAVE” on the screen. 
Push the piston to save the settings. Do NOT use the “Set” button. 

Fixed Velocity adjustment: press the button labeled NORMAL in the Velocity block and 
change the value. Higher number equals more volume. 

Save Settings to a piston:  
Set your general or division piston with organ voices if desired; including the “MIDI” tab. 
Edit your MIDI voices in Vista Navigator as desired.  
Exit the edit mode and push “SAVE” on the screen. 
Push the piston to save the settings. Do NOT use the “Set” button. 

Copy Midi favorite settings to other pistons or memories:  
Select the piston where your favorite midi setting is stored.  
Press “Save” on the Vista Navigator screen. 
Press another piston to copy those settings to the new piston. 
To copy to a different memory level– change to the new memory level before pushing the 

piston.
